Subject: new rules in

When | saw that, | felt like we were mov-
ing forward on the subject and maybe we
will find some solutions for the matter but
unfortunately that's not what happened.

Two main things were discussed in the
meeting:
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- A solution for the problem.
- The problem about closing the door.

Although it was not the time to talk about
the door, but thanks to everyone for ex-
pressing themselves and thanks to the ad-
ministration for opening the door again.

The solution proposed was: You sign a pa-
per saying that you will take the risk and
pass a certification, in return you will get
exonerated from some courses (based on
the certification complexity) and you will
pass them in the first exam session. And
somehow, if you do not succeed, you will
pass them in the second exam session.

Some people were happy with the solu-
tion, because as the Arabic proverb says
"CcFm JOtj
earn certifications and they will have the
liberty to not come to some courses.

Others, have not liked it since it helps only
the students who wants to get certifica-
tions and they do not have time.

But what about the people who want to
have internships, work on projects they
love or make some money => That's unac-
ceptable and that not should happen and
they have to come to study no matter they
accept it or not.

Some would argue with me at this point
saying that a student could not come to

classes, because no one forces you to do so,

but you should assume the responsibility
and take the second exam session.

For that | would say real reason behind the
second exam session is for people who
haven't passed their exams well and didn't
get their minimum scores to pass the year,
or for people who were absent during the
exams. That's why we have a double op-
portunity to pass the year.

Another point was discussed at the meet-
ing: The law forces every school to have a
minimum presence limit, so no school
should exist with a zero presence limit.

First, If that's the case, why can't we at
least have increase the minimum presence
limit?

Secondly, | wonder if that's a legal action
to take in the Tunisian law.

And thirdly, | found a "bug" with that: Im-
agine a student who has signed papers to

not only for one day. That makes this stu-
dent have 0% presence. What does the law
say about that? Is that a workaround to
pass the law?

If workarounds are allowed, what about

this one: we can make the minimum pres-
ence limit at 1% and that 1% will based on
the DS exam, so the absent ones on the DS
will be eliminated. That's cool? Hahaha

The last thing | wanted to ask about. |

heard that some students at TEK-UP work

and they are not getting eliminated from

courses because of that. | wanted to know

if that's true? And if it's why this isn't a
ublic information, so more students can
eXefit from that.
